   While on furlough from June to August, we'd 
challenged thousands of kids and adults in seven 
different countries, regarding the needy Filipino BLC 
kids. Children around the world gave clothes, stuffed 
animals and school supplies, enough to fill 80 large 
bulk shipping boxes.  
   Elvie, PJ and Abby had helped me to pack up and 
tape up these containers in my parents' living room. 
Now, we are on the other side of the ocean, and these 
gifts for BLC  kids are starting to arrive.  
   “Daddy, we've opened three boxes. How about 
another one?” The kids and I have an agreement that 
if they get their homework done before their bedtime, 
they can help me to open a box before going to sleep. 
They love to help me sort the different gifts into 
separate bags to give to our BLC supply person.  
   School supplies are distributed right away to the 500 
students and 50 staff, while the clothes and stuffed 
animals are stored until Christmas. “Hey, where'd this 
bag of candy bars come from?” With a wink and a 
smile, I revealed my secret. “Kids, I had snuck into 
the box that special surprise for my two delightfully 
willing  little helpers!”
